Recipients of the Military Recognition Scholarship are required to continue their service and maintain a
cumulative grade-point average of at least 2.0 while students at Gwynedd-Mercy College . They must
also remain enrolled on a full-time basis in a program leading to an associate's or bachelor's degree.
